Voluntary and community groups need many things to be successful:

organisations. But above all they need funding and resources. Funding is
and will continue to be available to local groups through the local authority,
established charitable trusts, individual donations and business
sponsorship. This guide helps you find out more about different funding
streams and we hope will be of great interest to all in the local voluntary
and community sector.

Funding is crucial to support
voluntary and community
groups. It is important that all
groups - large and small -
should have access to good
funding information. Much of the
information contained within this
booklet has been extracted from
a document produced jointly by
Ealing Community and
Voluntary Service and Ealing
Council Grants Unit and is
designed to help you find your
way through the “funding maze’.

It does not cover every funding
source - new programmes are
being announced all the time. It
does try to give you easy to
read information on possible

sources of funding for your
group, and gives website links
to more information.

1. WRITING A GOOD
APPLICATION FORM

Good practice tips

In filling in an application form,
certain basic questions need to be
answered. These might include:

. who your group is
. what you do
. what your track
record is
. do you have a constitution?
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What you want funding
for and how much?

how you intend
carrying out your
project (including use
of staff/volunteers,
location and
timescale)?

who will benefit from
your project?

how you will measure
your project’s success?

does the application fit
the funder's priorities?



. what is your organisation’s
budget?

Most funders give guidelines with
their application forms - read
these carefully.

Sadly, the most common reasons
applications get turned down are:

. the application form is
wrongly filled in

. documents requested
by the funder have not
been attached to the appli-
cation form (e.g. constitu-
tion, accounts)

. your project does not
fit the funder’s criteria or
priorities

Points to remember

. It is important to write
clearly, as those assessing
applications will always be
pushed for time.

. Don't exaggerate how
much funding you will need
- but don't underestimate
this.

. Some grant application
forms have boxes to com-
plete - use the size of the
boxes to gauge the amount
of detail expected in your
answers.

. Always photocopy the ap-
plication form and do a draft
answer so that you know
your reply fits. Using a
word-processor to cut and
paste in answers is accept
able, as the funder will pho-
tocopy most applications
anyway. At the very least,
complete your form in neatly
written black ink - make sure
your application form is legi-
ble and understandable.

o Funding applications are
time consuming - both
applying and in getting a
final decision. The process
can take months, so build

realistic time-scales into your
plan.

2. LARGER FUNDING
APPLICATIONS
For larger grants — for example,

employing a paid worker — potential
funders ask for a Ilot more
information. You need to convince
the funder that your organisation can
plan ahead.

In addition to the questions outlined
above funders might ask:

o how do you know there is a
need for your project?

. are you sure you are not dupli-
cating existing work?

) how will you publicise the pro-
ject to potential users?

. how will your project work in
partnership with, other local
organisations, local people, the
Council?

. what systems are in place to
manage the project?

) what systems are in place to
manage the money?

. what are the skills and experi-
ence of your staff, trustees and
volunteers?

. how does your organisation
monitor and evaluate the qual-
ity of its work?

. how will you assess user
satisfaction with your project?

. what plans do you have if
something goes wrong, for ex-
ample, fewer people make use
of your project or a key mem-
ber of staff leaves?

. will your organisation be bring-
ing in some of its own money
or resources to the project
(‘match funding’)

. what will happen when the
funding runs out.

If you can’t answer most of the
above then you will have trouble
finding funding.

For smaller grants these
questions may not be so
important. But for larger grants
these questions can only really
be answered when you have a
proper forward plan for your
organisation. It is important that
the organisation as a whole owns
this plan and it is not left to one or
two individuals to get on with
fundraising in isolation.

Research for a larger funding
application should include an
awareness of: other local groups
doing similar work, how your work
complements other projects, local
‘networks’ of organisations
working in your field - and how
you intend to work with them (The
Community Fund, for example,
specifically asks this).

‘Core costs’

Funders want to be involved in
projects where their money
makes a measurable difference,
and as getting funding for existing
activities is difficult, this means a
‘project based’ approach should
be considered. Most funders will
not directly fund what are called
"core costs" or "central costs" or
"overheads" - they usually wish to
see their funding directed towards
a piece of work (“project”) with
clear results. However all
organisations incur additional
costs to run the new project —
e.g. administration, payroll,
accommodation IT, insurance,
etc. It is therefore important when
you apply for grants to include in
the proposed budget a
contribution towards overheads.
As a "rule of thumb" funders will
not usually accept more than the
equivalent of 10% of the project's
costs. Be prepared to justify it.

AGE CONCERN ENGLAND

ACE issues over £3million each
year in grants; some are available
to groups whether they are ACE
members or not. There are 3



Small Service Support Grants:
a one-off of up to £2,000 for new
and expanding local projects
providing services for the direct
benefit of older people. Examples
include new activities at day
centres and lunch clubs, home
repair and maintenance services,
respite for carers, health and
fitness programmes and visiting
schemes.

Small Grants to Clubs: any club
for older people may apply for a
one-off grant of £120 for new
equipment or activities.

Opportunities for Volunteering
Scheme: administered by ACE on
behalf of the Department of
Health. Grants are available for
new projects, which involve
volunteers in providing services of
benefit to older people in the
fields of health and social care.
Many grants are used to employ a
volunteer organiser, to develop
services for ethnic minority
groups, or to fund activities such
as Home from Hospital or
befriending schemes. The
maximum grant is £20,000 and no
project may be funded for more
than 3 years.

ARTS LOTTERY FUND

COMMUNITY FUND

The Community Fund used to be

known as

the National Lottery

Charities Board. Despite this name
you do not have to be a registered
charity to apply for a grant.

The Community Fund currently runs

the following programmes:

Main Grants Programme:
Aims to support projects to
help disadvantaged people and
improve quality of life in the
community. There is no
specific limit on grants. For
large grants you will be
required to provide a business
plan.

Medium Grants Programme
(up to £60,000): the application
for this is shorter and quicker
than the main grants
programme. Projects must not
include more than £30,000 on
building works.

Research Grants
Programme: this will fund
medical and social research
into health and social well
being (including social
inclusion).

International Grants

Programme; this will support
projects by UK voluntary
organisations to address the
causes of poverty and improve
the quality of life for vulnerable
people around the world.

EUROPEAN SOCIAL FUND -
FAST FORWARD GRANTS

Fast Forward Grants are run
annually by Association for
London Government (ALG) and
Greater London Enterprise (GLE).
Up to £10,000 is available for
brining the most disadvantaged
people closer to employment.

This grant is aimed at small
organisations with an annual
income of less than £60,000 and
fewer than 2 full-time staff or
equivalent.

Projects could include advice,
training, confidence and
motivation building or other
activity. Projects should work in
areas of high deprivation,
high/long term unemployment,
and people with disabilities, lone
parents, ethnic minorities and
refugees.

LONDON REBUILDING SOCIETY

The Society’'s funding is geared
towards social enterprises rather than
community and voluntary groups. It
operates:

The Social Enterprise Fund:
provides loans of between £5,000
and £50,000 for a range of uses -
start-up capital for new social
enterprises, bridging loans, or
resources to purchase equipment or
refurbish run-down property. In some
circumstances smaller or larger sums
may be available.

Mutual Aid Fund: like a credit union
for emerging social enterprises, in
which organisations can save and
then borrow small sums against
reserves for things like staff training
or buying equipment. Voluntary
organisations can save money in the
fund, which can be used as collateral
to raise loans.

Some previous examples of social
enterprises include community
nurseries; recycling projects; training
for the unemployed; arts co-ops; self-
build housing.

MILLENNIUM AWARDS
